In my family, education mattered. My dad 
earned a Doctor of Veterinary Medicine, 
and my mom earned a Bachelor of Science 
in Nursing. Both of my brothers hold 
bachelor’s degrees and have continued to 
grow in knowledge throughout their 
careers. I have always admired people who 
can take complex ideas and make them 
easy to understand. That gift requires time, 
effort, and skill. 
 
Some of the smartest people I’ve met are 
also the most humble. This humility reflects 
what we see in the first leaders of the 
Christian Church. Paul of Tarsus often 
reminded people that he did not rely on 
lofty rhetoric when speaking about Jesus 
and the power of the resurrection. Paul 
lived a life reconciled to God through 
mercy, not academic achievement. 
Matthew may have had formal education 
as a tax collector, yet most of the disciples 
were ordinary workers—simple men whom 
Jesus called into extraordinary ministry.
