Paul of Tarsus lived in a time when Jews 
and Gentiles largely avoided one another. 
Jews understood themselves to be a 
people set apart, with specific dietary laws 
and a distinct way of worshiping Almighty 
God. For this reason, interaction with 
Gentiles was often kept to a minimum. Paul 
himself was a religious purist within those 
circles, and any proclamation stating that 
Jesus was the Son of God was something 
he believed needed to be confronted and 
eliminated. Yet Paul changed his view of 
God—not by force, but by the message of 
Jesus—a message rooted in reconciliation 
and a radically inclusive kind of unity.
