When he died, 
I was asked to preside over his memorial 
service. During the eulogy, his friends 
spoke with honesty and love about their 
complex friend. One explained, “He wanted 
people to like him, but there were times 
when he was unlikable. He was a man who 
did the right thing for the wrong reasons.” 
 
Jesus once told a parable that can be 
confusing and difficult to understand. It’s 
the story of a rich man who discovered that 
his manager had squandered his 
possessions. Because of this scandal, the 
manager was about to be dismissed. 
Facing unemployment, the manager 
reflected on his situation. He admitted to 
himself, “I’m too proud to beg and too weak

approached his master’s debtors and 
substantially reduced their debts. In doing 
so, he secured future hospitality for 
himself.
